Projects That Received Funding from 2009 Give Autism the Boot!

Agility Angels

The Great Lakes Center for Autism awarded Agility Angels 2009 GATB funds in the amount of  $6,000.  Due to the grant funds received Agility Angels has been able to expand their client base and serve more families dealing with Autism.  The funds were also used to conduct their first clinical trial to demonstrate the effectiveness of the program.  Preliminary results show very positive benefits to both students and their families.  The program is hoping to expand to include additional incentives for students to develop their social skills and sense of accomplishment!

The Autism Society of Northwest Ohio

The Great Lakes Center for Autism awarded The Autism Society of Northwest Ohio (ASNO) 2009 GATB funds in the amount of $12,000.  ASNO has used their grant money to support their programs such as:  Sibshop, support groups for parents, information and referral, parent training, education sessions, community information and awareness presentations, special education meeting support for families and assisting parents in making visual schedules and supports!

Bittersweet Farms

The Great Lakes Center for Autism awarded Bittersweet Farms 2009 GATB funds in the amount of $6,000.  The agency was able to purchase 8 heavy duty picnic tables, which will be placed in their new pavilion that was completed in November of 2009!

Kids 2 Treasure

The Great Lakes Center for Autism awarded Kids 2 Treasure 2009 GATB funds in the amount of $1200.  The daycare has been able to purchase needed fencing to promote a safer environment for their students to play!
Lucas County Educational Service Center

The Great Lakes Center for Autism awarded Lucas County Educational Service Center (LCESC) 2009 GATB funds in the amount of $4,000.  This funding has allowed LCESC to provide scholarships to families needing assistance in their child’s special needs swimming program.  This year the funds allowed the program to assist 20 children! The Autism Model School

The Great Lakes Center for Autism awarded MODEL 2009 GATB funds in the amount of $6,000.  The school has been able to assist with the cost of providing transportation for its students participating in the job-training program.  Due to the funds received, 15 additional students have been able to be placed in the community for job experiences or paid jobs this year!

Toledo Hearing and Speech Center

The Great Lakes Center for Autism awarded Toledo Hearing and Speech 2009 GATB funds in the amount of $2,000.  The funds received have provided 20 hours of an experienced, licensed board-certified behavioral analyst to provide consultative services to the children in the Autism program.  The behavior analyst has recommended some enhancements to the Autism Program Preschool and School-aged Skill Assessments.  Anticipated completion of this project is June 2010!

The University of Toledo, College of Health Science and Human Service Perceptual Motor Development Program

The Great Lakes Center for Autism awarded The University of Toledo’s Perceptual Motor Development Program 2009 GATB funds in the amount of $3,000.  The funds have supported scholarships used to help families enroll in the program regardless of their financial ability to pay for the fees.  This semester 5 scholarships have been awarded to participants who would not have been able to attend the program this semester!  The other 7 scholarships will be used in the two semesters remaining in the calendar year.
